1. What is the Gospel and how has it affected your life?

It is the enduring and ever-relevant news of God who himself stepped down into a certain time and space in human history, to live, die and be resurrected, for the freeing of sin’s dominion over man, so that they would walk in a newness of life lived for God. 2. What is Biblical discernment?
Biblical discernment is the task of making decisions:
A. In light of God’s standards in the Word (which must be accepted as the ultimate source of moral instruction which a person seeks to live by)
B.  It is led by the Holy Spirit (who has been given to us after Christ’s ascension, to dwell in us to be our counselor, and guide into all truth) 
C. It is arrived after prayerful and diligent inquiring (as was the example of the disciples in many instances in the books of Acts)
They cannot be achieved by mere gut feelings (emotions despite how convicted one may feel), in haste and by independent human effort or wisdom, but requires the wisdom which comes from the fear of the Lord; specifically acknowledgement that God’s ways and thoughts are much, much higher than mine.
3. How has God led you to accept this nomination?
I’ve prayed that if it is the Lord’s desire for me to serve in this endeavor, He would so show me by giving me a nomination, and if I had otherwise not received one, would expect that I would not be used in this way for Him. I have peace at accepting this decision, and will continue to pray for His will of decree (His plans that will always come to pass) in the establishment of His committee.
