WHAT IS THE GOSPEL AND HOW HAS IT AFFECTED YOUR LIFE.
The truly good news began with the fall of man through the disobedience of Adam and Eve (Genesis 3). Because we serve a Holy and just God, we became the sole objects of God’s Holy wrath. Man was eternally separated from God and their hearts were veiled and afar. But God’s love for us was greater still – He sent His one and only Son to be our atoning sacrifice (John 3:16) that we may come to know the fullness of His love and mercy. Jesus bore all of our sins in His body so that the wrath of God that was meant for us – was expended completely and totally upon the Holy Son of God in accordance to the Scriptures. We were no longer condemned but became heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ (Romans 8:17). Christ’s resurrection on the third day was also in accordance with the Scriptures (1 Corinthians 15:1-4) and His salvation was a gift from God by His grace alone. The blood of Christ has made a sinner righteous before God (Romans 3:25), and through faith in Jesus Christ (Ephesians 2:8-9); those who believe in their heart that Jesus is Lord will have eternal life (Romans 10:9-13).
When sin would consume my thoughts and actions as a Christ follower, I would find myself to be led into repentance through conviction from the Holy Spirit (Romans 2:4). His kindness and patience have led me to pursue His great love for I am reminded that I am always caught in His grace no matter how many times I try to hide from Him (Psalm 139:7-8). My knowledge of God and desire to pursue Holiness has changed how I carry myself as a woman of God in a fallen world.
WHAT IS BIBLICAL DISCERNMENT?
Discernment is the process of making careful distinctions in our thinking about truth. Discernment is required of every believer as it says, “Do not despise prophecies, but test everything; hold fast what is good. Abstain from every form of evil (1 Thessalonians 5:21-22),” and “Beloved, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to see whether they are from God (1 John 4:1).” He has, “granted to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the knowledge of him (2 Peter 1:3)” and therefore discernment, the need to think Biblically and stay in the Word will keep us from being “tossed to and fro by the waves and carried about by every wind of doctrine (Ephesians 4:14).
HOW HAS GOD LED YOU TO ACCEPT THIS NOMINATION?
Prayer, fasting and hearing God’s voice. I have called fellowship my “home” since Welcome Wednesday in first year and God has truly taught me (in many more words than I can express) just how much He loves me despite my sinful past. He has spoken to me through the wisdom and knowledge from my brothers and sisters in Christ at KCCF and I am truly indebted to the time and energy that they have invested in me.  I have come to know more of God through meditation, prayer and fasting and I see God calling me to extend these acts to a fellowship I deeply care about. In God’s command for us to fast, I have learned to feel hungry so that my reliance and trust in Him will grow in the midst of that gnawing sense of need. I continue to meditate on Isaiah 58 when I am fasting to stay in the Word, and I hope to serve KCCF by committing myself to prayer and fasting for the 2012-2013 committee members.
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
