· What is the Gospel, and how has it affected your life?
“For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that the world might be saved through him” (John 3:16-17, ESV). This is the good news of Jesus Christ (Luke 2:10-11) who came to live a life of humility and obedience to the Father (Philippians 2:8), to serve and not to be served (Matthew 20:28), to set a perfect example for us, and ultimately, to die on the cross for the penalty of our sins which we should have died for (1 Peter 3:18). When sin came into the world, God’s wrath was against us. God hates sin. He cannot tolerate it. Because holy and just is God, He deemed that the penalty of sin be eternal death (Romans 6:23). But because of His great love for us, He chose to send down His one and only son to die in our place for our sins (1 John 3:16). He was resurrected after three days from the grave (Matthew 28:5-6) in victory over sin! Because of this, we as believers and followers of Christ can live free from the bondage of sin (Romans 7:5-6). In response, we must give up ourselves as living sacrifices to God, to worship, praise, and please Him in all that we think, say, and do, and to abstain from following the ways of this world (Romans 12:1-2). And praise be to God that we are not left to do this on our own – our Lord gives His followers the Holy Spirit (John 14:16-17, Romans 5:5, Ephesians 1:13-14) who empowers us to bear the fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 5:22-25) and be transformed into the likeness of Christ.
	I grew up in the church so I had heard the story of Jesus Christ countless times. But it was during my second year of university that the Holy Spirit enabled me to understand the weight and significance of Christ’s death and resurrection. That year in KCCF was the first time I understood the beauty of God’s grace - that Jesus died in my place for my sins while I was still a sinner and unworthy of such a sacrifice (Romans 5:8). Jesus’ death and resurrection is purely by God’s grace alone and not by anything I had or could do to earn it (Ephesians 2:8-9). Every day, I preach the Gospel to myself numerous times and it never gets old. It has changed my attitude from caring little about God’s Word to placing deep value into study and application of the Bible. It has changed hangouts with friends (Christian and non-Christian) from just having fun to consideration and concern about their spiritual state. It has changed my prayer from being a burdening chore to a time of thanksgiving, praise and requests in reverence to the holy King. The Gospel has changed my life; from blindly caring so much about the things that the world cares about to the Holy Spirit reminding me that God has an exponentially greater purpose. He catches me from falling deep into worldly thoughts (Colossians 3:5) and brings me back to deeply thinking about the matters that matter (Colossians 3:1-2). It’s a curious wonder that I’ve known the story of Jesus Christ for a long fifteen years, but it has only been the last three that God has opened my heart to behold the glory of His Son more. But am I ever thankful that God did open my heart. Praise be to God!


· What is Biblical discernment?
The generic definition of ‘discernment’ is ‘the ability to judge well’. With this definition, there is no basis on which to judge or discern something. The principles, doctrines and/or laws on which the discernment is based on are subjective and susceptible to human error. Biblical discernment, however, is the ability to discern and/or judge based on Biblical truth. It is based on sound doctrine, the principles of the Christian faith, and the laws and commandments of God taken directly from His living and active Word (Hebrews 4:12). Biblical discernment is being able to judge right from wrong by understanding what God says is right and wrong in the Bible. Most certainly, however, in our limited thinking as humans we may interpret God’s Word incorrectly but this is why we must continually ask God for His revelation and revealing of His objective truth and not a twisted truth.  In the case of appointing spiritual leaders, 1 Timothy 3 and Titus 1 list out the qualities of a good spiritual leader. Although KCCF Committee members are not overseers or deacons of a church, these two passages illustrate what we should be looking for in a spiritual leader.

· How has God led you to accept this nomination?
I was surprised when I received the nomination email and my first response was to reject the opportunity to serve on NomCom. However, this is how God led me to accept the nomination:
	While spending time with God earlier this week, I looked up a cross-reference to a verse in Luke. I don’t remember how, but one reference led to another and I ended up at Exodus 3, the story of Moses encountering God in the burning bush. I had read and heard this story countless times so on any other day, I think I would have just given it a quick glance. But God gave me a yearning at that moment to read it again. And so I did. Wow, does God have supreme authority! Moses kept trying to opt out of God’s command to lead His people out of oppression, but God persistently assures him that He is in control. God even tells Moses what will happen exactly: that Pharaoh will not grant Moses’ demand to release the Israelites the first time so God will strike Egypt with plaques and Pharaoh will change his mind (Exodus 3:19-20). What authority, power and might the Lord has!	
	I read and re-read the nomination email. The biggest question on my mind was, “So what is Biblical discernment?” I feel like I don’t have any! After reading Exodus 3 again, I was assured by God that He is in control just like in the story of Moses. And just like Moses who felt inadequate to be God’s leader, I too feel inadequate for this nomination. Nonetheless, God put it on somebody’s heart to nominate me and even though I do not know why, I do know that God is in control. God led me to accept this nomination by complete trust in Him. I pray and trust that He will place it on people’s hearts what His will for NomCom is. Pray hard for NomCom and next year’s Committee, my brothers and sisters in Christ! They will be the people who lead our fellowship for next year so please take it seriously.
