The Gospel – A living documentation of the life of Christ Jesus; from birth to death, of his ministries, and a physical example of God’s life on earth showing us how to live a holy and pleasing life to the Lord. As written in 1 Corinthians 15:1-4 Apostle Paul writes:
	"Now I make known to you, brethren, the gospel which I preached to you, which also you received, in which also you stand, by which also you are saved, if you hold fast the word which I preached to you, unless you believed in vain. For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received, that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, and that He was buried, and that He was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures." 
For it is by my own sins that I am deserving of death. For by my own sins I am deserving of the wrath of God; but by the majesty and the grace of our Holy God He demonstrated his own love for me and has sent his one and only son to be among his creation that he might live in obedience to fulfill the prophecies of old and to carry my sins upon that rugged cross taking my guilt and shame away (Romans 5:8-10). In my place he took away the punishment of eternal separation from God and has lifted me up to live a life of righteousness through Him. I am now free to live a life of freedom from the chains of sin; a life of obedience and slave to righteousness (Romans 6:19). As a result my purpose now through daily living is to serve the one true God and to glorify him always.

Discernment by its natural definition is the ability to determine truth or error; right from wrong. It is a process of being able to make distinctions wisely and carefully. Written in 1Thessalonians 5:21-22 "But examine everything carefully; hold fast to that which is good; abstain from every form of evil" we see that it is something that must be incorporated into each believer’s study of the word. To live an uncompromising life one needs to have discernment over all aspects of their life. Failure to do so allows room for false teaching to set in place which, consequently, leads a life of disobedience and unfruitfulness. Living with biblical discernment allows us to see God’s standard for our lives as we try to strive for holiness. As written in 2 Peter 1:3 Paul writes that God "has granted to us everything pertaining to life and godliness, through the true knowledge of Him who called us by His own glory and excellence". What that implies is that in our daily lives we must strive to know Him to be able to discern His standards, right from wrong, and His will for our lives as students and servants to His ministries. The knowledge of God cannot be found except through the continuous meditation on his Word, which we had mentioned before was a living documentation. It is not enough to only be discerning but also a requirement to live a life of fullness through practical application.
 
Through the years spent at Queen’s university in KCCF I saw great evidence of God’s work not only to His ministries but also his faithfulness in my life. University brings about times of joy, times of sorrow, and also times of trials. The period of my 4 years spent growing with brothers and sisters in Christ depended heavily on the spiritual support of leaders who sought after God’s heart much like King David during his reign so that we may be encouraged when we are sad, rebuked when we stray, and share in joy when we are blessed.  During my serving period at KCCF it has been revealed to me the utmost importance of strong spiritual leadership; to find and train leaders who will continue to grow in the love for the Lord and letting God use their gifts to serve his ministries.
 “As each has received a gift, use it to serve one another, as good stewards of God's varied grace: whoever speaks, as one who speaks oracles of God; whoever serves, as one who serves by the strength that God supplies—in order that in everything God may be glorified through Jesus Christ. To him belong glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen.” - 1 Peter 4:10-11
Similarly the core of KCCF is a set of people with distinct gifts which God has blessed them with. It is necessary to understand and utilize these gifts that in all they do God may be glorified. I have seen God’s blessing to this fellowship in various ways and I want to be able to help find a team of people who will serve the Lord wholeheartedly that God may in turn bless the fellowship with not just numbers of gatherers but also sincere worship and devotion to Him.
