1. The gospel is that Jesus Christ took form in the flesh, died on the cross in our place as atonement for the sin of the world, and was raised from the dead that he may conquer death. Thus he stands as a permanent intercessor for us to God as the truth, the way, and the life and the only means by which we have to approach God.
2. Biblical discernment is differentiating what is good and true from what is wrong.  It requires prayer as well as careful study of the bible to determine God’s will in evaluating truth.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Initially, I was struck with a sense of inadequacy as to the position and whether or not I was right for this role.  But I was quickly reminded that it really wasn’t about me or whether or not I felt prepared but really about God’s will and plan and how willing I was to serve.  Philippians 4:13 came to mind, “I can do all things through him who gives me strength”.  And God has really placed a sense of peace in my heart about serving in this capacity as well a desire just to see the direction the fellowship is heading in and the leadership that will be involved.
