What is the Gospel? What does it mean to you

The gospel is the good news, which implies that we are proclaiming something of value that the unsaved person does not have. I would says it would include, assurance, hope and peace

Peace with God is a state of position, Romans 5:1, which the unsaved a person have no comprehension of, since they still are at battle in their minds with God.   The next aspect of the gospel is that other assurance, since only a believer can have the absolute assurance that there awaits a heavenly home for them. (John 14:1-3) And finally, the good news includes the day-to-day message of hope. For only the redeemed in a constant and continual way can have the assurance that the Lord Jesus is sovereign over their lives, ruling every aspect of their day-to-day affairs.  To that end, the gospel must declare how these things are obtaining.  Biblically, we must follow the pattern laid down in Scripture of salvation.  This includes the declaration of the holiness of God, our state separation from God because of our sin, the provision of Jesus Christ as the one and only means of uniting us with God, and the demand of our personal repentance.

What is Biblical discernment?
Biblical discernment is completely different from the worldly understanding or knowledge or just being a smart person, it requires guidance by the Holy Spirit through the Word of God as a result of prayer.  This of course means that only a saved person can find Biblical discernment, and it is the result of four different thing’s; prayer, the Word of God, guidance of the Holy Spirit and counsel from other godly people. While seeking discernment all these things must be used then we wait, and allow the Lord to guide through the confirmation of His will with and a sense of peace regarding a resolution of the issue. It is critical to realize that everything must pass through the filter of God’s Word. Our human experience and human knowledge must be validated by God’s Work and not the other way around. We must go to the Bible to discern what our actions should be, and to discern if the things that we want or desire or have experienced of God, rather, than going to the Word to find legitimacy to some human experience or to justify our actions.
How has God led you to accept this nomination?

With all responsibilities in the Christian church or Christian ministry there needs to be an understanding of the responsibilities that go along with the nomination. They consist of the burden of leadership, accountability before God, a desire to face persecution, and the cost of time and self.  These four areas must be considered before any one can consider any area of leadership in Christian ministry. These are exactly what the Lord called his disciples to expect, and what is required of counting the cost and burden of service to the Lord.
