1. What is the Gospel? What does it mean to you?
The Gospel means good news. It was a political term that the Romans used to speak of Caesar and Pax Romana- meaning the peace of Rome. Rome guarded the borders and offered peace to its inhabitants. Jesus came and offered a different kind of gospel. One that moved the focus from the sword to the heart, from political power to the Kingdom of God. Jesus embodied the Kingdom of God and with his coming inaugurated a the “last days” in which the Church, by its work, ministry etc see God’s kingdom come in greater fullness. Jesus taught us to pray “ Thy Kingdom come….”
This Gospel  directly addressed the moral bankruptcy of man before a holy God. 1Corinthians 15:1-8 Paul summarizes the Gospel. 
Also when Jesus began his ministry he read in the temple the prophetic text from Is ( Luke 4:17-`19) . This essentially was his job description. He fulfilled this text not only on a physical level but on a spiritual level. The greater blindness to deal with is spiritual. Jesus on the cross taking our curse for us gets at the very heart of the good news(gospel).
2. What is Biblical discernment?
Some biblical examples- Acts 13- worshipping and fasting and the Holy Spirit speaks and gives direction. Often discernment or the ability to know the direction of God on an issue comes after we seek him in prayer and fasting. 
Other examples
1.      When Israel learned about  the gross sexual sin of the tribe of Benjamin, they wept and fasted about whether they should take judicial military action against  their brothers. Judges 20:6

2.      1 Corinthians14:13- note the role of prayer in discerning a tongue

3.      1 Corinthians 14:29- weigh- means to discern, evaluate carefully- note that there is a group of people weighing. I find community very key in weighing matters.

4.      Phil 1:9-11- note how community health is tied to discernment

5.      James 1:5- again the admonition to pray and ask for wisdom.

3. How has God led you to accept this nomination?
You could run by them the five tests

1.       Is this prompting truly from God? How would they say they have heard God’s voice on this?

2.       Is it Scriptural?  What Scripture has reinforced your pursuit of this position?

3.       Is it in tune with your own character? Are they wired, gifted for this kind of ministry?

4.       What do the people you most trust think about this?

5.       Is it wise? For example in light of where KCCF is, in light of the demands on your time is it a good match?
